Volume II
Entries are now being accepted for Volume II of the AMCV Pedigree Reference Journal. As with Volume I, Volume II
will be printed in loose-leaf format so that the pages can be combined with Volume I in a 3-ring binder.

If you entered your dog(s) in Volume I, but wish to update the dog’s details, you can either submit a new entry (cost
$5.00) or submit the amendments for inclusion on a “Corrections” page in the journal (no charge).

Entries will not be accepted without payment. Please submit a photograph with your entry and note the guidelines for
suitability of photographs. Please photocopy the form if you wish to submit more than one entry.

ENTRIES WELCOME FOR ALL MALAMUTES
Please submit entries for any registered Malamute you own, but we would particularly
like the following:
1. Early dogs - these dogs are the foundation of the breed.
2. All Champions of record.
3. Sires and dams of Champions.
4. Obedience title holders.
5. Working Dog Title holders.
6. Dogs who have been successful in activities such as sled dog racing, backpacking,

weight-pulling or in the show ring.

In other words, any dog that has made any sort of achievement and that should be
remembered as part of the Alaskan Malamute breed.  Even if your Malamute has not been
a great achiever in these fields, we welcome your entry for any dog that you would like to
have included.

PLEASE NOTE: The owner does not need to be an AMCV member to submit an entry for the journal.

ENTRY FEE:
1. $5.00 per dog, or 5 entries for $20.00.
2. Entries for any dog whelped before 1986 are FREE OF CHARGE.

TO ENTER A DOG:
1. Fill out the entry form.  A photocopy of your dog’s registration certificate may be submitted instead of
filling out the pedigree on the form.

2. Include a photograph for each dog - these may be photos of dogs in show stance, during weight-pulling, obedience
or racing or just casual photos, as long as they are clear photographs in which the main subject is the dog.
a) Black and white photographs are preferred, but colour photos will be accepted.
b) The photograph should be a close-up of the dog, i.e. the dog should not be in the distance. The minimum size

for photographs is 6 x 4 inches.
