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	Thank you for contacting the Alaskan Malamute Club, Victoria Inc. (AMCV) regarding the permanent rehoming of your Alaskan Malamute.

In order to register your Malamute on our Referral Listing, we require you to complete and sign the attached Alaskan Malamute Referral form and return it to us.  Your Malamute will then be placed on our list which appears on our website and is referred to people who contact our club seeking to adopt an Alaskan Malamute (please note that this service is not for the sale of dogs).

Please note that callers who are referred to you via the Alaskan Malamute Club Referral Service are in no way vetted by us for suitability, and the AMCV is in no way endorsing or recommending these people as suitable owners for your Malamute.  This is for you to determine.

The limit of the involvement of the Alaskan Malamute Club, Victoria, is to pass on contact details of people with Malamutes needing new homes to people who are seeking to adopt a Malamute.  What subsequently transpires between the two parties is beyond the control and involvement of the AMCV.

As well as registering your dog with our Referral Service, we advise that you take the following steps to find a new home for your dog:

1.
Seek a new home amongst your friends and relatives.

2.
Contact the breeder of your Alaskan Malamute and ask for their assistance in seeking a suitable new home.

3.
Place advertisements in newspapers such as the Trading Post or Herald-Sun.  It may not always be advisable to advertise your dog in the "Free to a Good Home" section – this section may attract people who are not prepared to spend money on a dog, and often these people have put no thought into the breed of dog.

If you cannot find a GOOD home for your Alaskan Malamute and have exhausted all possible avenues to do so, the kindest thing may be to have your dog put to sleep.  This may be a far better outcome, and often less traumatic for the dog, than having him/her go to an unsuitable home or to a situation where he/she is neglected or abused.  Please consider carefully and do what you feel is kindest and in the best interests of your Malamute.

We have also attached an article about adoption of an Alaskan Malamuteand recommend that you download the AMCV Information Pack from the website www.amcv.org.au   “Documents and Forms” page as it contains a great deal of general information about the breed.  We ask that you to show this information to prospective owners so that they are fully aware of the nature and temperament of the Alaskan Malamute breed.  We also ask that you pass this information on to the new owner of your Malamute so that they have access to contact details for the club should they need to seek advice or wish to become involved in club activities.

If you choose to use the AMCV Referral service to assist with the rehoming of your Malamute, please notify the AMCV Referral Officer when you no longer require your Malamute to be rehoused.

We wish you luck in finding a new home for your Malamute.
